THE IMPORTANCE OF DECISION
 
I. Gen. 1:2
A. God created man to have dominion, but this depends upon man’s relationship to God.

28	Then God blessed them, and God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply; fill the earth and subdue it (subdue it, and rule over); have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over every living thing that moves on the earth”

Genesis 1:14

14	Then God said, “Let there be lights in the firmament of the heavens to divide the day from the night; and let them be for signs and seasons, and for days and years” 

And then 
Do not eat !!!  Obedience 

Because Adam was disobedient, Abel had to die. (Sins of the fathers). 
This is real even until today. Wynand’s daughter was born with clubfeet because he was disobedient. 
  

The first Adam, Man, lost his dominion because he obeyed Satan and can now get dominion through Jesus. Jesus gives us authority over Satan and his demons. 

We can now only receive if we ask God in the name of Jesus. 

Do we listen to God? 		Or do we listen to Satan?
Do we know when Satan talks to us, instructs us, puts thoughts in our minds? 

Many people ask why do God allow bad things to happen to people. They should rather ask what did our parents, grandparents and great grand parents do that cause these bad things that are happening to us. 

Free Masons dedicate their children to Satan up to ten generations. These children then suffer because of this oath the parent made with Satan. The children will suffer and even die early unless the curse is broken. 

People consult sorcerers and witch doctors and then the children suffer as a result. Mothers that use the pendulum has gay children.  

All evil, sickness and diseases comes from Satan. Even Covid is a demonic disease. The “red witch”.  

Many people think that demons cannot effect Christians. How many Christians had Covid?   

Satan present himself as an angel of light. How? 

One example is when Satan puts messages in a person’s mind and these messages contains the truth.  It might be messages regarding someone else, what that person is doing. Like gambling. Satan will put a message in the one person’s mind to go look for something in another person’s cupboard. The person will find the proof and because it is the truth, the person thinks that the message comes from God. This process will happen a few times until the receiver of the messages is convinced that the messages comes from God. 
Lucifer has the person believing that he is the angel of light and can now give the person whatever other message he wants and the person will believe it. The follow up messages might be to confuse the person about facts regarding his/her salvation. “Go to a certain church – Lucifer knowing that this church preaches a false gospel and a false Jesus.    
    

B. Man’s destiny is settled not by his emotions, but by the decisions he makes, and it depends on who he is listening to. Who are we obedient to?

Some people listen to their gut-feeling. This might be wise, especially if the gut-feeling is different from the mental decision. Many people say that the Holy Spirit resorts in the abdominal area of our bodies. So it can be the Holy Spirit warning us. Discernment is however very important. 

Many people also believe that Satan and his demons will try and form a divide between the Holy Spirit that is in us and our minds. The gut-feeling is then the only warning sign because Satan might control our minds as explained above or cause interference. Proverbs tell us to be slow to speak and to take every thought into captivity. Many quick answers comes from Satan. We must ponder on something and ensure that the answer is from God.      

C. The following are all the results of decision:

1. Become a child of God.  
Revelation 3
18	I counsel you to buy from Me gold refined in the fire (purified gold), that you may be rich (not financially); and white garments (only Jesus can give us a pure white garment, spotless, sinless ), that you may be clothed, that the shame of your nakedness may not be revealed (only Jesus can remove all our shame and sin if not it will be revealed); and anoint your eyes with eye salve, that you may see. (Only Jesus can open our eyes to see the hidden treasures)   
	Don’t go and buy gold ore that contains 99% dirt. God does not sell such gold. This is the gold where Satan provides just a speckle of gold enough to confuse people. (Angel of light). 
	We are the building blocks of God’s spiritual Temple. Some build with gold, some with silver, some with mud and some with straw. This will be tested and purified by fire at the end.    
19	As many as I love, I rebuke (haul over the coals)  and chasten. Therefore be zealous and repent. (How do God rebuke us? He use other people, or something might happen, or we can receive a vision or a dream.) Everything that happens should be examined to see if it is not GOD telling us something. (Ask the Holy Spirit that is in you to help you – He has been given to us as a helper.) 
20	Behold, I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in to him and dine with him, and he with Me. (we must open the doors of our hearts and invite Jesus in)  
21	To him who overcomes (The Greek word is NIKAO which means “to overpower,” “to overcome,” or “to be victorious.”) I will grant to sit with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His throne. 
22	“He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.”  
We must overcome evil (Satan) by the authority given to us by Jesus and the power of the Holy Spirit) to overcome evil . We prove that we are no longer a child of Satan. This should be done before baptism but very few Christians know that. It is part of being saved. We cannot be saved unless we overcome Satan.  

1. HUMILITY—James 4:7–8—God cannot make you humble. You must make yourself humble, by submitting to God.

(the friendship of the world is enmity to Godward? Who so- ever will be friend of the world, is made the enemy of God).
7	Therefore submit to God. Resist (stand up against) the devil and he will flee from you.(Keep on resisting until he flees) 
8	Draw near to God and He will draw near to you. Cleanse your hands, you sinners; and purify your hearts, you double-minded.(two-souled) (being close to God ensures that the devil will not come to us unless God allows it)
9	Lament and mourn and weep! (Suffer afflictions:  sorrow ye and weep) Let your laughter be turned to mourning and your joy to gloom. (Your worldly laughter and joy)  
10	Humble ( be made low )yourselves in the sight of the Lord, and He will lift you up.

John 10

7	Then Jesus said to them again, “Most assuredly, I say to you, I am the door of the sheep.
 8	All who ever came before Me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not hear them. 
9	I am the door. If anyone enters by Me, he will be saved,

	(Jesus stands at the door (of our hearts) and knocks. He enters through our door and we must enter our salvation through the door that leads to salvation – Jesus Christ). We must open our doors for two reasons – first to allow Jesus in and secondly to be able to go out (leave the old us behind) and enter salvation through the door - follow Jesus).    

(“Sozo” is the Greek word for salvation, yet it's root meaning goes beyond just the forgiveness of sins   Sozo also carries the idea of being physically healed of diseases and to be delivered from your enemy. In the spiritual sense, that enemy is the devil and his demons.) 

and will go in and out and find pasture. (It is like there is a wall between the desert and the green pasture. The wall has a door. Go through the door, to find the green pasture) (Spiritual food – the word of God – the Bible.)

(The Word became flesh and dwelt amongst us. Our words must manifest and become action and dwelt amongst us. Our action is a manifestation of our words and our faith. Action is something that moves, it dwells amongst us. It manifests itself in us.) It is Christ in us manifesting in our actions.) 

(A Pastor doing deliverance once said that when he prepares himself for doing deliverance he knows that it is Jesus and the Holy Spirit using his body and his mouth to do the actual deliverance. He is just a vessel. He then steps out of the way and Jesus Himself stands in front of the person being delivered. He becomes a spectator witnessing how the authority given to him by Jesus manifest itself in him.)

It is easier for someone that has been involved with deliverance to understand this. The person that requires deliverance has a demon or demons in him. The strongman (Main demon) uses the person’s body and mouth to talk to the person doing the deliverance. Some refers to it as being a medium. The person doing the deliverance cannot do the deliverance himself. He does it by the authority given to him by Jesus and  in the power of the Holy Spirit. The demon will only obey Jesus. Only when the demon knows that it is the manifested authority of Jesus and the power of the Holy Spirit, that he is up against, that he will leave.  

10	The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. I have come that they may have life, and that they
may have it more abundantly. ("Abundant life" refers to life in its abounding fullness of joy and strength for spirit, soul and body. It means divine, uncreated, incorruptible, indestructible, eternal life of God.

11	“I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd gives His life for the sheep. (My sheep) 
12	But a hireling, he who is not the shepherd, one who does not own the sheep, sees the wolf coming and leaves the sheep and flees; and the wolf catches the sheep and scatters them.(Shepherds that are not prepared to stand up against Satan and fight him)(No where does the Bible say we must flee from Satan and he will then leave us alone. Put on your armour and fight).    
13	The hireling flees because he is a hireling and does not care about the sheep. (Not all Pastors are appointed by God. Not all churches belongs to Jesus. In today’s world very few churches belong to Jesus)    
14	I am the good shepherd; and I know My sheep, and am known by My own.  
15	As the Father knows Me, even so I know the Father; and I lay down My life for the sheep. (Jesus died for the sheep)  
16	And other sheep I have which are not of this fold; them also I must bring, and they will hear My voice; and there will be one flock and one shepherd. (Jews and Gentiles)
17	“Therefore My Father loves Me, because I lay down My life that I may take it again. (Died and resurrected)
18	No one takes it from Me, but I lay it down of Myself. I have power (authority)  to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This command I have received from My Father.”


We must also lay down our old life. We have the power to lay down our old life. Jesus gives us that power. We have the power to accept God’s new life for us. To get the new life we must go through a similar process as Jesus. Crucify the old, be born again (resurrected), and live the new life.  


John 1

10	He was in the world, and the world was made through Him, and the world did not know Him. 
11	He came to His own (The Jews) , and His own did not receive Him. 
12	But as many as received Him (Gentiles as well), to them He gave (authority to become sons of God) the right to become children of God, to those who believe in His name:
13	who were born, not of blood(but spirit), nor of the will of the flesh (as normal worldly children), nor of the will of man (no man can command the Holy Spirit to enter him), but of God (begotten). (When God see that our hearts are pure and our thoughts are in line with our words, and that we accepted Jesus as Lord and as Saviour, He will give us His Spirit – by Grace).

	God put His Spirit in our bodies similar to how God had put Jesus inside Mary. It is our same old body but inside is a new Spirit. There is no human involvement. Us being born again is a spiritual new birth from God. Jesus was a Spirit being before He became a human being. Jesus the Spirit being was put inside Mary and the Spirit became flesh (visible and touchable).    

	To become born again we must crucify our old spirit. We are born with an evil (bad) spirit. God do not change our old spirit we receive a new Spirit.      

	When a child is born the child receives the spirit of life when the child takes its first breath. Without taking that first breath the child will not be alive. The same happens when a person is baptised. The person comes out of the water and takes breath, which is symbolic of receiving a new life. Breathing in the new Spirit.  

	Faith without works means nothing. We must do what we believe and we must say so. 

	When deliverance is done the person breaths out the evil spirit or coughs it out. If you do not put action to words, nothing happens.  

We were born in sin and in the flesh. Adams descendants.  We must be spiritually born again to start a life without sin, (the life God intended for Adam) to be Christ’s, the second Adam’s, descendants. The first Adam’s descendants go to hell (only those that were found to be righteous got saved).  The second Adam’s descendants go to Heaven. 

Old Testament – those who believed what God, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit told them were found righteous. They had faith in God. 

New Testament – only Jesus can save us. Faith in God in itself (as in the Old Testament) is not enough anymore, we must come through the door which is Jesus.     

2. FORGIVENESS- a decision to be taken before we can be born again. 

This is “tearing up the IOU” 

We cannot love our neighbour if we do not forgive our neighbour and God won’t forgive us until we have forgiven others.  

3. LIFE OR DEATH 
a. Deut. 30:11–20—Moses set before the people life and death, blessing and
cursing, and told them to choose.

15	“See, I have set before you today life and good, death and evil, 
16	in that I command you today to love the LORD your God, to walk in His ways, and to keep His commandments, His statutes, and His judgments, that you may live and multiply; and the LORD your God will bless you in the land which you go to possess. 
17	But if your heart turns away so that you do not hear, and are drawn away, and worship other gods and serve them, 
18	I announce to you today that you shall surely perish; you shall not prolong your days in the land which you cross over the Jordan to go in and possess. 
19	I call heaven and earth as witnesses today against you, that I have set before you life and death, blessing and cursing; therefore choose life, that both you and your descendants may live; 
20	that you may love the LORD your God, that you may obey His voice, and that you may cling to Him, for He is your life and the length of your days; and that you may dwell in the land which the LORD swore to your fathers, to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, to give them.”

This still applies spiritually
Remember the Old Testament is given for us to know how to live our spiritual lives. When Jesus knocks on the door, He sets before us the choice between life and death, that we must choose. We must choose and make the right choice.  

	We must choose between spiritual life or spiritual death.
	We must base our spiritual walk on the same statutes and commandments. 
	If we turn away from God to Satan we shall die. Spiritual Idolatry and spiritual adultery disqualifies us. 
	We must obey the voice of God, the Holy Spirit. We must cling to God. God is life and the only way to the Promised Land.   
	  

b. 3 John 1:2
(1) The will of God for each believer is not “to get healed,” but “to live in
health.”

2	Beloved, I pray that you may prosper in all things and be in health, just as your soul prospers. 
3	For I rejoiced greatly when brethren came and testified of the truth that is in you, just as you walk in the truth. 
4	I have no greater joy than to hear that my children walk in truth

This is only achievable in an ideal world where all generations are God’s children in the true sense. We have a hedge around us and we will be healthy unless we open the gate and allow Satan in. We all open the gate at some time and then Satan comes in to steal, kill and destroy.  Close the gate asap to get Satan and his demons out and do not open the gate again. Satan will bring seven of his friends with him if he finds the gate open again. 



(2) It is sinful to be passive and to tolerate anything which is contrary to
God’s Word. You do not need to be subject to it, whether it be sin,
Sickness or anything else contrary to God’s will.

To do something requires decision.
We cannot sit and do nothing. Pray against sickness and diseases and sin. Search for answers, repent, rebuke, reject – do not accept it. All sickness and diseases comes from Satan. Even that which God allows to test us, or because we have opened a door that allows Satan to make us sick. 

Stephen Whittaker has a song “I will say it until I mean it, until all doubt has been defeated.” 

The same goes for prayers: “I will pray it until I mean it, until all my doubt has been defeated.” The Bible says – pray as if it has already been answered. That is how confident we must be (how strong our faith must be) when we pray. 

The same for Satan: “I will resist him until I mean it, until Satan has been defeated.”    

c. Deut. 29:29—We do not have to worry about the “secret things”, but we
do have to act on that which is revealed.

To act requires decision.

29	“The secret things belong to the LORD our God, but those things which are revealed belong to us and to our children forever, that we may do all the words of this law.

The hidden secrets of the Word will be revealed to God’s children as they go deeper and deeper into the river of life. (The word of God – Jesus- the Bible is the river of life – Jesus is the river of life.)  

EZEKIEL 47  
1	Then he brought me back to the door of the temple; and there was water, flowing from under the threshold of the temple toward the east, for the front of the temple faced east; the water was flowing from under the right side of the temple, south of the altar. 
2	He brought me out by way of the north gate, and led me around on the outside to the outer gateway that faces east; and there was water, running out on the right side.
3	And when the man went out to the east with the line in his hand, he measured one thousand cubits, and he brought me through the waters; the water came up to my ankles. 
4	Again he measured one thousand and brought me through the waters; the water came up to my knees. Again he measured one thousand and brought me through; the water came up to my waist. 
5	Again he measured one thousand, and it was a river that I could not cross; for the water was too deep, water in which one must swim, a river that could not be crossed. 
6	He said to me, “Son of man, have you seen this?” Then he brought me and returned me to the bank of the river.
7	When I returned, there, along the bank of the river, were very many trees on one side and the other.
8	Then he said to me: “This water flows toward the eastern region, goes down into the valley, and enters the sea. When it reaches the sea, its waters are healed. 
9	And it shall be that every living thing that moves, wherever the rivers go, will live. There will be a very great multitude of fish, because these waters go there; for they will be healed, and everything will live wherever the river goes. 
10	It shall be that fishermen will stand by it from En Gedi to En Eglaim; they will be places for spreading their nets. Their fish will be of the same kinds as the fish of the Great Sea, exceedingly many. 
11	But its swamps and marshes will not be healed; they will be given over to salt. 
12	Along the bank of the river, on this side and that, will grow all kinds of trees used for food; their leaves will not wither, and their fruit will not fail. They will bear fruit every month, because their water flows from the sanctuary. Their fruit will be for food, and their leaves for medicine.”

D. Deut. 30:19—Your choice affects your descendants also.

19	I call heaven and earth as witnesses today against you, that I have set before you life and death, blessing and
cursing; therefore choose life, that both you and your descendants may live; (Sins of the fathers – choose Freemasons and ten generations belong to Satan).  
(Spiritually). Familiar spirits goes from parent to child to grandchild etc. It never stops until someone breaks the chain and get rid of the familiar spirit. (Fear, anger, alcoholism, drug addiction, depression, abusive behaviour, witchcraft, etc- anything that travels in a family)     

1. 2 Cor. 5:17—When you become a “new creation” in Christ, you do not have to tolerate anything evil from the old life.


17	Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new. 
18	Now all things are of God, who has reconciled us to Himself through Jesus Christ, and has given us the ministry of reconciliation, 
19	that is, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not imputing (reckoning) their trespasses to them, and has committed to us the word of reconciliation.

2. Ps. 35:1–7—David’s prayer in these verses was answered by Christ on the
cross. The cross is the devil’s “stop sign.”


3. Ps. 27:1–3—The enemies who would “eat up your flesh” are from the
“wicked one.”



4. Col. 1:12–13—Our inheritance in Christ is in the realm of “light” not
darkness.
a. We have been delivered from the devil’s realm and “translated” into
God’s realm.
b. “Translation” includes spirit, soul and body.
5. Rom. 8:1–4—In Christ there is no more condemnation. “The law of the Spirit
of life” imparts life in its fullness—including liberty, health, strength and
peace.

GENESIS 24
A BRIDE FOR ISAAC
A BRIDE FOR JESUS
See Abraham as a type of God, The servant as a type of the Holy Spirit, Isaac as a type of Jesus, and Rebekah as a type of the church (the bride of Jesus) 
1	Now Abraham was old, well advanced in age; and the LORD had blessed Abraham in all things. 
2	So Abraham said to the oldest servant of his house, who ruled over all that he had, “Please, put your hand under my thigh, 
3	and I will make you swear by the LORD, the God of heaven and the God of the earth, that you will not take a wife for my son from the daughters of the Canaanites, among whom I dwell;
4	but you shall go to my country and to my family, and take a wife for my son Isaac.”
5	And the servant said to him, “Perhaps the woman will not be willing to follow me to this land. Must I take your son back to the land from which you came?”
6	But Abraham said to him, “Beware that you do not take my son back there. 
7	The LORD God of heaven, who took me from my father’s house and from the land of my family, and who spoke to me and swore to me, saying, ‘To your descendants I give this land,’ He will send His angel before you, and you shall take a wife for my son from there. 
8	And if the woman is not willing to follow you, then you will be released from this oath; only do not take my son back there.” 
9	So the servant put his hand under the thigh of Abraham his master, and swore to him concerning this matter.
10	Then the servant took ten of his master’s camels and departed, for all his master’s goods were in his hand. And he arose and went to Mesopotamia, to the city of Nahor. 
11	And he made his camels kneel down outside the city by a well of water at evening time, the time when women go out to draw
water. 
12	Then he said, “O LORD God of my master Abraham, please give me success this day, and show kindness to my master Abraham.
13	Behold, here I stand by the well of water, and the daughters
of the men of the city are coming out to draw water.
14	Now let it be that the young woman to whom I say, ‘Please let down your pitcher that I may drink,’ and she says, ‘Drink, and I will also give your camels a drink’—let her be the one You have appointed for Your servant Isaac. And by this I will know that You have shown kindness to my master.”
15	And it happened, before he had finished speaking, that behold, Rebekah, who was born to Bethuel, son of Milcah, the wife of Nahor, Abraham’s brother, came out with her pitcher on her shoulder.
16	Now the young woman was very beautiful to behold, a virgin; no man had known her. And she went down to the well, filled her pitcher, and came up. 
17	And the servant ran to meet her and said, “Please let me drink a little water from your pitcher.”
18	So she said, “Drink, my lord.” Then she quickly let her pitcher down to her hand, and gave him a drink. 
19	And when she had finished giving him a drink, she said, “I will draw water for your camels also, until they have finished drinking.” 
20	Then she quickly emptied her pitcher into the trough, ran back to the well to draw water, and drew for all his camels. 
21	And the man, wondering at her, remained silent so as to know whether the LORD had made his journey prosperous or not.
22	So it was, when the camels had finished drinking, that the man took a golden nose ring weighing half a shekel, and two bracelets for her wrists weighing ten shekels of gold, 
23	and said, “Whose daughter are you? Tell me, please, is there room in your father’s house for us to lodge?”
24	So she said to him, “I am the daughter of Bethuel, Milcah’s son, whom she bore to Nahor.”
25	Moreover she said to him, “We have both straw and feed enough, and room to lodge.”
26	Then the man bowed down his head and worshiped the LORD. 
27	And he said, “Blessed be the LORD God of my master Abraham, who has not forsaken His mercy and His truth toward my master. As for me, being on the way, the LORD led me to the house of my master’s brethren.” 
28	So the young woman ran and told her mother’s household these things.
29	Now Rebekah had a brother whose name was Laban, and Laban ran out to the man by the well. 
30	So it came to pass, when he saw the nose ring, and the bracelets on his sister’s wrists, and when he heard the words of his sister Rebekah, saying, “Thus the man spoke to me,” that he went to the man. And there he stood by the camels at the well. 
31	And he said, “Come in, O blessed of the LORD! Why do you stand outside? For I have prepared the house, and a place for the camels.”
32	Then the man came to the house. And he unloaded the camels, and provided straw and feed for the camels, and water to wash his feet and the feet of the men who were with him. 
33	Food was set before him to eat, but he said, “I will not eat until I have told about my errand.” And he said, “Speak on.”
34	So he said, “I am Abraham’s servant. 
35	The LORD has blessed my master greatly, and he has become great; and He has given him flocks and herds, silver and gold, male and female servants, and camels and donkeys. 
36	And Sarah my master’s wife bore a son to my master when she was old; and to him he has given all that he has. 
37	Now my master made me swear, saying, ‘You shall not take a wife for my son from the daughters of the Canaanites, in whose land I dwell; 
38	but you shall go to my father’s house and to my family, and take a wife for my son.’ 
39	And I said to my master, ‘Perhaps the woman will not follow me.’ 
40	But he said to me, ‘The LORD, before whom I walk, will send His angel with you and prosper your way; and you shall take a wife for my son from my family and from my father’s house. 
41	You will be clear from this oath when you arrive among my family; for if they will not give her to you, then you will be released from my oath.’
42	“And this day I came to the well and said, ‘O LORD God of my master Abraham, if You will now prosper the way in which I go, 
43	behold, I stand by the well of water; and it shall come to pass that when the virgin comes out to draw water, and I say to her, “Please give me a little water from your pitcher to drink,” 
44	and she says to me, “Drink, and I will draw for your camels also,”—let her be the woman whom the LORD has appointed for my master’s son.’
45	“But before I had finished speaking in my heart, there was Rebekah, coming out with her pitcher on her shoulder; and she went down to the well and drew water. And I said to her, ‘Please let me drink.’
46	And she made haste and let her pitcher down from her shoulder, and said, ‘Drink, and I will give your camels a drink also.’ So I drank, and she gave the camels a drink also. 
47	Then I asked her, and said, ‘Whose daughter are you?’ And she said, ‘The daughter of Bethuel, Nahor’s son, whom Milcah bore to him.’ So I put the nose ring on her nose and the bracelets on her wrists. 
48	And I bowed my head and worshiped the LORD, and blessed the LORD God of my master Abraham, who had led me in the way of truth to take the daughter of my master’s brother for his son. 
49	Now if you will deal kindly and truly with my master, tell me. And if not, tell me, that I may turn to the right hand or to the left.”
50	Then Laban and Bethuel answered and said, “The thing comes from the LORD; we cannot speak to you either bad or good. 
51	Here is Rebekah before you; take her and go, and let her be your master’s son’s wife, as the LORD has spoken.”
52	And it came to pass, when Abraham’s servant heard their words, that he worshiped the LORD, bowing himself to the earth. 
53	Then the servant brought out jewelry of silver, jewelry of gold, and clothing, and gave them to Rebekah. He also gave precious things to her brother and to her mother.
54	And he and the men who were with him ate and drank and stayed all night. Then they arose in the morning, and he said, “Send me away to my master.”
55	But her brother and her mother said, “Let the young woman stay with us a few days, at least ten; after that she may go.”
56	And he said to them, “Do not hinder me, since the LORD has prospered my way; send me away so that I may go to my master.”
57	So they said, “We will call the young woman and ask her personally.”
58	Then they called Rebekah and said to her, “Will you go with this man?” And she said, “I will go.”
59	So they sent away Rebekah their sister and her nurse, and Abraham’s servant and his men. 
60	And they blessed Rebekah and said to her:
“Our sister, may you become The mother of thousands of ten thousands; And may your descendants possess The gates of those who hate them.”
61	Then Rebekah and her maids arose, and they rode on the camels and followed the man. So the servant took Rebekah and departed.
62	Now Isaac came from the way of Beer Lahai Roi, for he dwelt in the South. 
63	And Isaac went out to meditate in the field in the evening; and he lifted his eyes and looked, and there, the camels were coming.
64	Then Rebekah lifted her eyes, and when she saw Isaac she dismounted from her camel; 
65	for she had said to the servant, “Who is this man walking in the field to meet us?”
God send the Holy Spirit to earth to get the bride for Jesus- the church. The Holy Spirit ask how He would know who the bride is. The gospels tell us that Jesus said that the Father gives the believers to Him. Jesus do not know in advance who they are, neither does the Holy Spirit, only God knows. 
John 17: 9“I pray for them. I do not pray for the world but for those whom You have given Me, for they are Yours.
20“I do not pray for these alone, but also for those who will believe in Me through their word; 21that they all may be one, as You, Father, are in Me, and I in You; that they also may be one in Us, that the world may believe that You sent Me. 22 And the glory which You gave Me I have given them, that they may be one just as We are one: 23 I in them, and You in Me; that they may be made perfect in one, and that the world may know that You have sent Me, and have loved them as You have loved Me.
24“Father, I desire that they also whom You gave Me may be with Me where I am, that they may behold My glory which You have given Me; for You loved Me before the foundation of the world. 25 O righteous Father! The world has not known You, but I have known You; and these have known that You sent Me. 26 And I have declared to them Your name, and will declare it, that the love with which You loved Me may be in them, and I in them.”

How does God know who will become His children? In the case of Rebekah, Abraham believed that God will prepare the right person and will tell her what to say. In today’s world, God knows who will accept Jesus as Lord and Saviour. God has foreknowledge of who will respond and open the door for Jesus to come in and the Holy Spirit knows what the person will do and say because God told him. The Holy Spirit goes to all people, but He can only take those that respond and open the door, as the bride for Jesus. The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of Jesus.

God is our Father in Heaven 
Jesus is the way to the Father (The way, the truth, and the life) 

The Holy Spirit directs our steps and keeps us on the way. Comforts us, teaches us, explains to us, helps us, pray for us, is our “conscious”. Some might even call it a sixth sense. This is why discernment is so important. The Bible tells us to take every thought into captivity. Why? We must make sure where each thought comes from. 

  
John14:15
“If you love Me, keep My commandments. 16 And I will pray the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may abide with you forever— 17 the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither sees Him nor knows Him; but you know Him, for He dwells with you and will be in you. 18 I will not leave you orphans (comfortless- bereaved) ; I will come to you. 23 Jesus answered and said to him, “If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our home with him. 24 He who does not love Me does not keep My words; and the word which you hear is not Mine but the Father’s who sent Me. 25 “These things I have spoken to you while being present with you. 26 But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all things that I said to you. 

Who is the bride? The one that responds and give water to the Servant and also to all the Camels.

The church of Christ are those that respond and invite Jesus into their hearts AND into all the rooms in the house.(all areas of our lives). You cannot be saved by only allowing the one room to belong to Jesus. Everything must belong to Jesus. He must be Lord (The Boss) of all areas of our lives.  

The Holy Spirit ask, “Do you have a room for me ?” the bride (church) answers. “I have rooms for you and all that is with you including the gifts .” Rooms and food. The Holy Spirit comes with gifts and we must receive all that the Holy Spirit brings, give them a place in us and allow them to be fed. We must feed the gifts – use them regularly, allow them to develop in us, and treat them as precious gifts of gold. 

If the bride refused the gifts, she was disqualified even though she had the right answers. So will those who refuse the gifts of the Holy Spirit  be disqualified. 

The only sin that cannot be forgiven is the sin against the Holy Spirit. 

Matthew 12

31“Therefore I say to you, every sin and blasphemy will be forgiven men, but the blasphemy against the Spirit will not be forgiven men. 32 Anyone who speaks a word against the Son of Man, it will be forgiven him; but whoever speaks against the Holy Spirit, it will not be forgiven him, either in this age or in the age to come.

When the servant wanted to leave , the parents ask that she stay a while longer. The servant refused. Jesus also said to the disciples – let the dead bury the dead. When Jesus knock and we respond, we must follow Him immediately. Not when it suites us. 

We must be careful which gospel we listen to. God gave his Word (The Bible) and said no one must take away or add to it. The original Bible in Greek was written in a way that many of the words used could have two or more meanings. In the parable of the Sower, Jesus afterwards explained that the Bible was given to us in such a way that the children of God will understand it the way God will explain it to his children. The world will understand something totally different because they are not children of god and is not suppose to understand it. 

When the bible was translated, the translators rewrote the Bible in the  way they interpreted it. To make it easier to understand. They try to play God and explain the Bible to others. In the process they used words that can be misleading and can be interpreted differently than what the original would have. To find a direct translation is however not easy.
