WHO HAS DECEIVED YOU?
 
I. Introduction

We read in Galatians and in Revelations what God says to the church. The Bible uses the names of the churches that existed in those days but all the comments are relevant and applicable to the church today. The church being “God’s people.” Not buildings or denominations. We know that the children of God comes from all the nations of the world. Each nation has a few Christians that will hold fast to the end. Yes only a few from each nation. The vast majority will not hold fast to the end.

The times we live in, reveals more and more just how deceived the “church” is. The “church” in brackets is not the church of Christ. It is the worldly, manmade social groups that get together on a regular basis, some every Sunday.  

To emphasise this statement - Adam Weishaupt, organizer of the Bavarian llluminati, said in Germany, "The most admirable (admirable for the Illuminati) thing of all is that great Protestant and reformed theologians who belong to our Order really believe they see in it the true and genuine mind of the Christian religion. Oh!  Man, what can't you be brought to believe!" 

Deception within the “churches” has reached alarming levels. You can but search the Internet and those in the know will see how many “churches” supports and even encourage their members to support causes and international drives that are clearly satanic, and that for the love of money and power.   

A well known pastor, Francis Chan, recently spoke at a large conference and he compared church going people with pigs. He said that a farmer was tired of working with dirty pigs so he decided to wash them. As soon as he washed a pig, the pig ran back to the mud and got dirty again. That is what church on Sunday is he said. The pastor tries to wash the pigs but the moment they walk out the door they run back to the mud. 

Church going people must decide themselves that they are tired of being pigs, are tired of being in the mud. They must have a desire to be clean and want to stay clean. They must run away from the mud. The pastor must stop being a pig washer and become a Sheppard of God’s sheep.            

Galatians 3:1 O foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you that you should not obey the truth, before whose eyes Jesus Christ was clearly portrayed among you as crucified?  (Who has deceived you?) 

Revelations 2:4 Nevertheless I have this against you, that you have left your first love. (They have lost the real Jesus)   

Revelations 2:9“ I know your works, tribulation, and poverty (but you are rich); and I know the blasphemy of those who say they are Jews (Christians) and are not, but are a synagogue of Satan.

Revelations 2:14 but I have a few things against you, because you have there, those who hold the doctrine of Balaam, who taught Balak to put a stumbling block before the children of Israel (Christians). 

Revelations 2:20 Nevertheless I have a few things against you, because you allow that woman Jezebel (demon), who calls herself a prophetess, to teach and seduce........ And those who commit adultery with her. 

Revelations 2:1 “I know your works, that you have a name that you are alive, but you are dead. ( A “church” that worships Satan but pretends to be Christians)   
 
Revelations 3:15 “I know your works, that you are neither cold nor hot. I could wish you were cold or hot. 16 So then, because you are lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will vomit you out of My mouth. (A “church” that is but a social group trying to serve God and Satan at the same time) 

THE REAL CHURCH:

Revelations 3:10 Because you have kept My command to persevere, I also will keep you from the hour of trial which shall come upon the whole world, to test those who dwell on the earth. 11 Behold, I am coming quickly! Hold fast what you have, that no one may take your crown. (Persevere as the real church of Christ.)    

A. WHAT IS WITCHCRAFT IN THE CHURCH? 
· Witchcraft: is essentially a dominating force. Any form of domination in a “church” is a sign of witchcraft being present in that church.  To dominate is defined as to have or take control, or to get all the attention. (An example of dominate is  bossing everyone else around or if a wife dominates the husband or a child dominates the parents. It only takes one such person or one family for the whole congregation to be bewitched, because the rest will be corrupted soon.) 
·  Human manipulation of others. Manipulation is rampant in the “Church”. Manipulation.  Manipulation is defined as any attempt to sway someone's emotions to get them to act or feel a certain way. To get members to tithe more than what they wanted to. To manipulate members to do what they do not want to do or feel like doing.     
· Believe a false gospel. The true gospel is everything as it stands in the original Bible – no exclusions and no additions. Leaving out or adding just one aspect of the gospel makes it a false gospel. Example – be against speaking in tongues - or against deliverance from evil spirits – or pro-child baptism - or denying the Trinity. Sadly the original scriptures have been corrupted in many ways and one must ensure that you get the correct translation of the original and not someone’s interpretation.     
· Satan’s servants can mimic the supernatural power of God.  Satanist can take sicknesses away and make people believe that it was healing. Many people do not realise that all sicknesses come from Satan. Satan can give but he can also take away a sickness. This happens a lot in the occultic and new age “churches” but also in all churches. Satan is more cunning than what Christians think he is. The cunningness of Satan has been completely underestimated.        
· Satan opposes God’s key plans with occult power. Some of the most famous and largest churches employ occultic practises to deceive members. The occult employs powerful signs and practises and members falsely believe that it comes from God. They end up worshipping Satan while they think they worship God – the above reference to the Illuminati and the church)   
· Rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft. Any rebellious behaviour is as the sin of witchcraft. Rebellion against God and the real church. This includes the majority of churchians. Just raise the truth and you will see how churchians rebel against it. The rebellion comes from the unclean spirit that is in the person. Call them dirty pigs and you will never see them again. That is what the pastors are afraid of- to speak the truth because members won’t like it.     
· A witch will never genuinely submit to her husband and a rebellious “church” will never submit to Jesus as Lord and Saviour. Being Lord, means, having full control over everything and every aspect (complete and total submission). It is sad but true that not one single “church” allows Jesus to be their Lord. If they did, they would allow the Holy Spirit to have total control of the “church”. There is not one known “church” that worship God in spirit and in truth, in the way it should be done. What is called worship in the “churches” is merely singing of songs. 
· The “church” is so deceived that it does not even know the difference between being purged and divine division.
· The “church” leaders dominate and manipulate members. Example: The one group tell people it is all “predestination” and the other group says “free will”. Neither is correct, they both wrong. They are all being deceived.  How can we have “free will” if Jesus taught us to pray “ Our Father in heaven, let Your will be done, here on earth as it is in heaven.” Predestination gets the boot right in the beginning of the Bible where Adam had to choose between God and Satan.              
There are however a few members of these “churches” that do submit to God, that do have Jesus as Lord and Saviour and they do allow the Holy Spirit to direct their steps. They are the real church of Christ. The remnant of the Jews and the Gentiles.  
B. EFFECTS OF WITCHCRAFT AND DECEPTION. 

1. Lose the vision of Jesus Christ crucified—obscures the cross. 
2. Satan’s objective in the church is to obscure the cross and what was accomplished by it. Satan might allow certain aspects to be revealed – just enough to deceive the members, but even obscuring one aspect of the cross obscures the cross.   
3. If we lose the sight and understanding of what was accomplished on the cross then Satan regains his position of master over us. We allow Satan to control the “church”.  

“Church” leaders and members are being deceived to such an extent that they think they understand and think they are not being deceived, but the fruits that they bear reveals the truth.     

C. HEBREWS 10:11–14
11 And every priest stands ministering daily and offering repeatedly the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins. 12 But this Man, after He had offered one sacrifice for sins forever, sat down at the right hand of God, 13 from that time waiting till His enemies are made His footstool. 14 For by one offering He has perfected forever those who are being sanctified. 15 But the Holy Spirit also witnesses to us; for after He had said before, 16 “This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, says the LORD: I will put My laws into their hearts, and in their minds I will write them,” 17 then He adds, “Their sins and their lawless deeds I will remember no more.” 18 Now where there is remission of these, there is no longer an offering for sin. 
Verse 11 might as well read: And every pastor stands and repeatedly washing the same pigs daily. 
Isaiah 56:
11Yes, they are greedy dogs
Which never have enough.
And they are shepherds
Who cannot understand;
They all look to their own way,
Every one for his own gain, 
From his own territory.

Is this a description of a modern day Sheppard ? Surely does fit many of them.
Is this what witchcraft in the church has done?
How do we know which Sheppard is a committed child of God? 
We can only allow Jesus to be our Lord and Saviour. Jesus has paid the price for those that are God’s children. Those that are continuously sinning less and less by allowing the Holy Spirit full control of their lives. The Holy Spirit will direct God’s children and teach them to do God’s will. The Holy Spirit will reveal to us who the real Sheppards are. We must however be very careful to not be deceived by Satan. Satan can present himself as the angel of light and Lucifer is the demon of enlightenment.     
1. The cross is the all-sufficient basis for what God offers us. (We do not need anything else. We cannot add anything. If we add but the slightest bit, we deny that Jesus was all-sufficient and we teach a false gospel.)   
2. The sacrifice of Jesus is perfect. It covers every need for every human being for time and eternity.

D. WHAT TOOK PLACE AT THE CROSS

1. A DIVINELY-ORDAINED EXCHANGE that proceeded out of the love and grace of God. 

The cross is where Satan was defeated. Satan’s power and dominion over God’s people was completely destroyed. God took His children out and away from the control of Satan. The Adamic-unclean spirits in God’s children are expelled and God gives them a new Spirit, the Holy Spirit to control them. We are spiritually crucified (our Adamic spirit is expelled)  and we are resurrected with a new Spirit- the Holy Spirit in us. We spiritually died as children of Satan and we are spiritually born again as children of God. We are justified – just as if we had never sinned. God sees Jesus in us. That is why we must allow Jesus and the Holy Spirit to manifest themselves in us. 

We get our circumcised hearts when we cut the unclean Adamic spirit that we were born with of from our hearts, and receive a new heart when the Holy Spirit of God comes and lives in us. My new Spirit and my soul must then become so similar that it appears to be one. My soul will then desire all that my new Spirit desire. I will allow the Holy Spirit to be manifested in me and through me. I will bear the fruit of the Holy Spirit. The mark of the beast is most probably an “uncircumcised heart”. Only God knows who has the mark of the beast and who not.       
 
 “Consider the work of Calvary; a perfect work, perfect in every respect, perfect in every aspect.”  Every need in your life is covered by what Jesus did on the cross.  


2.	ASPECTS OF THE EXCHANGE
A. Isaiah 53:5—Jesus was punished that we might be reconciled  (or be at peace with God). Our old unclean spirits and souls were at war with God, now we are at peace with God and at war with Satan.  

5 But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; God cannot just forget our sins. The penalty for sin is death, spiritual death, as God had told Adam in the beginning. God cannot go back on His word. Therefore Jesus had to die spiritually on our behalf so that we can life everlasting spiritual lives. The Holy Spirit left Jesus when His soul went down to Hades. Jesus’ soul went to Hades, and He destroyed the power that death had over humanity, and He took the keys away and released the saints that were in Hades. He released and set the captives free. Now we are released from Satans captivity and being set free. We are delivered form evil.      

The chastisement for our peace was upon Him, and by His stripes we are healed.  Jesus was instructed to take care of our wellbeing and by His wounds we are cured/mended. We are restored/reconciled with God. The original manuscripts describes the stripes of Jesus as being bandages, wrapped around our spiritual sicknesses, that heals us.    

6 All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned, every one, to his own way; and the LORD has laid on Him the iniquity of us all. Every single one of us has gone astray. We all went our own way. We were born with an unclean spirit. (Our Adamic familiar spirits) Jesus took our sins, iniquities and transgressions on Himself. He was the ransom for our release from hell.  

The first Adam was created by God and he left God and joined Satan, just like Satan left God. We however are born as children of Satan but we must reject Satan and choose God. The only way to do it is to ask Jesus to be our ransom that will set us free and reconcile us with God. We must become circumcised (hearts/souls).   
   

B. 1 Pet. 2:24
24 who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live for righteousness—by whose stripes you were healed. 25 For you were like sheep going astray, but have now returned to the Shepherd and Overseer of your souls.
Jeremiah 10:23.
23 O LORD, I know the way of man is not in himself; It is not in man who walks to direct his own steps.

Satan was the overseer of our souls before we became children of God. We were Satan’s slaves. We now have a new Overseer and Sheppard, Jesus. Jesus took away all our sins, and we, that expelled our Adamic spirit, might live under the Lordship of Jesus, whose stripes are like bandages around us, restoring us to the condition God intended for us. We were all lost sheep serving Satan but have now we have returned to life to the One that brought about our salvation. Our Sheppard  (The tasks of a Near Eastern shepherd were: to watch for enemies trying to attack the sheep - to defend the sheep from attackers - to heal the wounded and sick sheep (remove the evil spirits from those that have opened doors to let the evil in – many sicknesses come as a result of an open door) - to find and save lost or trapped sheep - to love them, sharing their lives and so earning their trust.)

The Sheppard of God’s children must guard against Satan and his unclean spirits attacking God’s children, must be actively involved with spiritual warfare, must expel the unclean spirits from the wounded and spiritually sick sheep, must find the sheep that are slaves of Satan and  that are under bondage of Satan and bring them to Jesus, so that Jesus can set them free.     

Isaiah 58: 

6 “Is this not the fast that I have chosen:
To lose the bonds of wickedness, (To release God’s children from the satanic bondage)
To undo the heavy burdens, (to remove the heavy burdens) 
To let the oppressed go free, (To free God’s children from satanic oppression)
And that you break every yoke? (To break the satanic yoke that God’s children carry)
7 Is it not to share your bread with the hungry, (To share the bread of life with those that hunger for it)
And that you bring to your house the poor who are cast out; (To bring to God’s house those that have been depressed and cast out) 
When you see the naked, that you cover him, (That you give the “naked” the armour of God .)
And not hide yourself from your own flesh? (That you include your own people)
8 Then your light shall break forth like the morning, 
Your healing shall spring forth speedily,
And your righteousness shall go before you;
The glory of the LORD shall be your rear guard.
9 Then you shall call, and the LORD will answer;
You shall cry, and He will say, ‘Here I am.’
“If you take away the yoke from your midst, (If you separate yourself from the evil of speaking wickedness) 
The pointing of the finger, and speaking wickedness, (stop sending people away by pointing with your finger and speak wickedness)  
10 If you extend your soul to the hungry (Allow Jesus to manifest Himself in you so that the spiritually hungry can find peace) 
And satisfy the afflicted soul,   (and fill to satisfaction the depressed people) 
Then your light shall dawn in the darkness, (then your happiness shall radiate in the darkness)  
And your darkness shall be as the noonday. ( And your duskiness shall be as bright as the midday sun) 
11 The LORD will guide you continually, 
And satisfy your soul in drought, 
And strengthen your bones; 
You shall be like a watered garden,
And like a spring of water, whose waters do not fail.
12 Those from among you
Shall build the old waste places;
You shall raise up the foundations of many generations;
And you shall be called the Repairer of the Breach,
The Restorer of Streets to Dwell In.
13 “If you turn away your foot from the Sabbath,
From doing your pleasure on My holy day, 
And call the Sabbath a delight, 
The holy day of the LORD honourable, 
And shall honour Him, not doing your own ways, (Let God’s will be done in your life) 
Nor finding your own pleasure, (Allow Jesus and the Holy Spirit to direct your steps)
Nor speaking your own words, (Allow the Holy Spirit to speak through you)
14 Then you shall delight yourself in the LORD;
And I will cause you to ride on the high hills of the earth,
And feed you with the heritage of Jacob your father.
The mouth of the LORD has spoken.”

C. Isaiah 53:10


10 Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise Him; He has put Him to grief. When You make His soul an offering for sin, He shall see His seed, He shall prolong His days, And the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in His hand.

Yet it was God’s desire to punish Jesus. God has put Jesus to be afflicted when God made Jesus’ soul an offering for sin. (His soul was made an offering for our sin and His body was crucified and by his wounds we are made whole.) Jesus shall see His seed (spiritual seed)(the seed of Abraham) and give them eternal life and the desire of God shall be fulfilled by Jesus. 


1. The soul of Jesus was made the sin offering for all the nations of the world.(The remnant of each nation) 
2. Jesus was made sin with our sinfulness that we might be made righteous with His righteousness. 



a. 2 Corinthians 5:21

21 For God made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that He might become the righteousness of God in us. (Manifesting in us).

b. Isaiah 61:10

10 I will greatly rejoice in the LORD, My soul shall be joyful in my God; For He has clothed me with the garments of salvation,
He has covered me with the robe of righteousness,
As a bridegroom decks himself with ornaments,
And as a bride adorns herself with her jewels. 11 For as the earth brings forth its bud, As the garden causes the things that are sown in it to spring forth, So the Lord GOD will cause righteousness and praise to spring forth before all the nations.

A remnant of each nation on earth shall become children of God. As soon as this has happened the end shall come.  

C. Hebrews 2:9

9 but we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels, for the suffering of death crowned with glory and honour, that He, by the grace of God, might taste death for everyone.

1. On the cross Jesus tasted our death that we might share His life

2. Life abundant (John 10:10)

	10 The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. I have come that they may have life, and that they may have it more abundantly.

We will have life far above those that are not God’s children. This is not referring to riches and power. That what God gives to His children is far more precious than gold and money and we receive the authority and power to rule over Satan and all his unclean spirits.    

E. Salvation
1. All-inclusive: Spiritual, physical, financial, material, temporal, and eternal
2. Everything that Jesus purchased by His death
3. Salvation is an ongoing process


F. Galatians 3:13–14—Jesus was made a curse that we might receive the blessing

13 Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”),14 that the blessing of Abraham might come upon the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.
 


G. 2 Corinthians 8:9, 9:8

9 For you know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though He was rich, yet for your sakes He became poor  (Jesus became destitute), that you through His poverty might become rich. (Affluent in resources so that he can give blessings of salvation to all). (Abounding (rich) in Christian virtues and eternal possessions).

H. Matthew 27:45–51

45 Now from the sixth hour until the ninth hour there was darkness over all the land. 46 And about the ninth hour Jesus cried out with a loud voice, saying, “Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani?” that is, “My God, My God, why have You forsaken Me?” 47 Some of those who stood there, when they heard that, said, “This Man is calling for Elijah!”
48Immediately one of them ran and took a sponge, filled it with sour wine and put it on a reed, and offered it to Him to drink. 49 The rest said, “Let Him alone; let us see if Elijah will come to save Him.” 50 And Jesus cried out again with a loud voice, and yielded up His spirit. 51 Then, behold, the veil of the temple was torn in two from top to bottom; and the earth quaked, and the rocks were split, 52 and the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints who had fallen asleep were raised; 53 and coming out of the graves after His resurrection, they went into the holy city and appeared to many.

Not much detail is given but here we see that all the Saints that were in Hades were released when Jesus was resurrected. Jesus came to set the captives free. Not only these captives but all captives to come after this. All believers are being set free when they repent and turn their backs on evil and ask Jesus to be their Lord and Saviour. All believers are spiritually resurrected, come out of the grave( If you not a child of God you are spiritually dead-even though you might still breath). Miracles still happen daily. People are spiritually resurrected, are spiritually healed, are being set free, and receive eternal life. 

IV. How To Appropriate

A. Romans 10:10
10 For with the heart one believes unto righteousness,( integrity, virtue, purity of life, rightness, correctness of thinking feeling, and acting) and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.(since thoughts of a man's soul find verbal utterance by his         Mouth – the mouth is the front part of our soul – our weapon whereby we use the words that come from our sole to speak life or death. Our words indicates what goes on in our souls and who controls our souls – that is why our mouths will not speak against our souls unless we have a spirit of deception – our words are the fruit of the spirit that is in us.)    
 11 For the Scripture says, “Whoever believes (the conviction and trust to which a man is driven by a certain inner and higher prerogative and law of soul)
 on Him will not be put to shame.” 12 For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek, for the same Lord over all is rich to all who call upon Him. 13 For “whoever calls on the name (the owner; one who has control of the person, the master) of the LORD (an expression finding its explanation in the fact that prayers addressed to God ordinarily began with an invocation of the divine name) shall be saved.”( To save from the evils which obstruct the reception of the Messianic deliverance).

1. Believe with your heart and soul.
2. Confess with your mouth

B. Confession
Definition: “To say the same as”
What do we confess? Saying with your mouth what God has said in His Word


C. Faith comes by hearing God’s Word (Voice) 

Romans 10:17 
So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. (Faith shall come when we hear God “speaking” to us. (Speaking can be out loud or just a thought planted in our minds).

II. Witchcraft Obscures The Cross
A. The cross abolished Law as a means of righteousness. The law includes physical sacrifices as well as fasting. 
1. Romans 3:20
2. Romans 7:5–6
3. Romans 10:4


B.  Returning to Law (legalism)
1. You turn again to the law—bondage (Gal. 4:9–11)
9 But now after you have known God, or rather are known by God, how is it that you turn again to the weak(fleshly) and beggarly(lowly) elements, to which you desire again to be in bondage?

2. Do not be entangled again with a yoke of bondage . . . you have fallen from grace 

Gal. 5:1–4
1 Stand fast therefore in the liberty by which Christ has made us free (set free from the dominion of sin), and do not be entangled again with a yoke of bondage. 2 Indeed I, Paul, say to you that if you become circumcised, Christ will profit you nothing. 3 And I testify again to every man who becomes circumcised that he is a debtor to keep the whole law. 4 You have become estranged from Christ, you who attempt to be justified by law; you have fallen from grace (you gave up your position where you had the promise of salvation). 5 For we through the Spirit eagerly wait for the hope of righteousness (the way in which man may attain a state approved of God - integrity, virtue, purity of life, rightness, correctness of thinking feeling, and acting) by faith. 6 For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision avails anything, but faith, (a strong and welcome conviction or belief that Jesus is the Messiah, through whom we obtain eternal salvation in the kingdom of God).working through (brotherly) love.  

4. James 2:10–11
10 For whoever shall keep the whole law, and yet stumble in one point, he is guilty of all.

C. Only two religions in the world

1. Abel: Offered propitiatory sacrifice; produced a martyr – God’s people
2. Cain: Offered fruits of soil (which had been cursed); produced a murderer. Satan’s people.
 
“Mature sons” are led by the Holy Spirit 

Rom. 8:14
13 For if you live according to the flesh you will die; (lust of the eyes, lust of the flesh and pride) but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will live. 14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God. 15 For you did not receive the spirit of bondage again to fear, but you received the Spirit of adoption by whom we cry out, “Abba, Father.” 16 The (Holy) Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit (Holy Spirit in us) that we are children of God, 17 and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him, that we may also be glorified together. 

3. “If you are led by the Holy Spirit you are not under law” Gal. 5:18
 
III. Union with The Resurrected Christ
A. Appropriate fruit
1. Who are you married to? (Rom. 7:4)
a. Christ: union brings forth fruit of the Spirit (Gal. 5:22–23)

22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness, self-control. Against such there is no law. 24 And those who are Christ’s have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. 25If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit

b. Flesh: union brings forth works of the flesh (Gal. 5:19–21)

19 Now the works of the flesh are evident, which are: adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lewdness, 20 idolatry, sorcery, hatred, contentions, jealousies, outbursts of wrath, selfish ambitions, dissensions, heresies, 21 envy, murders, drunkenness, revelries, and the like; of which I tell you beforehand, just as I also told you in time past, that those who practice such things will not inherit the kingdom of God. (Man has a natural weakness for pride, lust of the eyes and lust of the flesh – Satan tempts man and when man falls for the temptation, man serves Satan as his master by doing the works of Satan – your works shows who your master is)   

2. Not effort but union (John 15:5) Union alone brings fruit.

5 “I am the vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me (remains as one - attached to me), and I in him, bears much fruit; for without Me you can do nothing.(We are slaves of God and do what the Holy Spirit directs us to do)  6 If anyone does not abide in Me, he is cast out as a branch and is withered; and they gather them and throw them into the fire, and they are burned.( if we become slaves of Satan we do what Satan directs us and we end up in the fire with Satan) 7 If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, you will ask what you desire, (You will ask what the Holy Spirit directs you to ask) and it shall be done for you. 8 By this My Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit; (Fruit of the Holy Spirit) so you will be My disciples.

3. Not struggling but yielding (Rom. 6:13)

12 Therefore do not let sin (Satan) reign in your mortal body, that you should obey it in its lusts. 13 And do not present your members as instruments of unrighteousness to sin (Satan), but present yourselves to God as being alive from the dead(no longer dead), and your members (your body) as instruments of righteousness to God. 14 For sin (Satan) shall not have dominion over you, for you are not under law but under grace.


B. Two ways of responding to union (1 Pet. 1:1–16)
1. Be holy: Old Testament—by keeping the whole law (Lev. 11:44)
2. Be holy: New Testament—let Jesus be holy in you (1 Cor. 1:30)


VI. Two Opposite Forms Of Union
A. Sexual or spiritual (1 Cor. 6:16–17)

15 Do you not know that your bodies are members of Christ? Shall I then take the members of Christ and make them members of a harlot (Idolatress)? Certainly not! 16 Or do you not know that he who is joined to a harlot (Idolatress) is one body with her? For “the two,” He says, “shall become one flesh.” 17 But he who is joined(cemented or glued) to the Lord is one spirit with Him.(Has the Holy Spirit in him).

B. Spiritual union through worship

1. Beyond thanksgiving, which brings you through the gates and praise that brought you through the outer courts into the inner court of heaven where we can worship in spirit and in truth by expressing our acts of worship by way of our body language and by being humble. We must however ensure that we are cleansed before we even start this process. (ask forgiveness and forgive others) 

2. Worship is an attitude of the body primarily (Is. 6:2–3)
a. Seraphim cried, “Holy, holy, holy”
b. Four wings for worship
c. Two wings for service
 3. Psalm 95
a. Praise: sing, shout joyfully (v. 1–5)
b. Worship: bow down, kneel (v. 6)
c. When can you hear God’s voice? When you worship (v. 7b)

	6 Oh come, let us worship and bow down; Let us kneel before the LORD our Maker. 7 For He is our God, And we are the people of His pasture, And the sheep of His hand. Today, if you will hear His voice:

		When you are in the presence of God, you will hear God’s voice. 


V. Relationship between Self-Will and Witchcraft

A. Satan can manipulate the uncrucified flesh, our only protection is death on the cross. 

B. Self-will is a twin to witchcraft
1. Corruption can only be eradicated by the purification of the cross.
2. The one way to separate the world from the church is death. The “world" in us must die and we must become alive again (reborn) with Christ in us. (Gal. 6:14). We must start our eternal life now. 

C. What will you produce? (1 Cor. 3:11–15)
Gold, silver, precious stones — OR — Wood, hay, straw produced by the flesh.

But let each one take heed how he builds on it. 11 For no other foundation can anyone lay than that which is laid, which is Jesus Christ. 12 Now if anyone builds on this foundation with gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, straw, 13 each one’s work will become clear; for the Day will declare it, because it will be revealed by fire; and the fire will test each one’s work, of what sort it is. 14 If anyone’s work which he has built on it endures, he will receive a reward. 15 If anyone’s work is burned, he will suffer loss; but he himself will be saved, yet so as through fire. 16 Do you not know that you are the temple of God and that the Spirit of God dwells in you? 17 If anyone defiles the temple of God, God will destroy him. For the temple of God is holy, which temple you are.

These verses can easily be miss interpreted. The original scripture reads slightly different. From verse 12. Now if anyone builds on this foundation with gold, silver, precious stones (Jesus), the cross, of growing crops, and the stalk left after the ears are cut off. (It refers to Christians in the same way as the parable of the talents and how we use the talents given to us by God.) 15. He will lose a reward but will be delivered from the penalties of the Messianic judgment through a fiery fire (lightning).  17. If anyone defiles - in the opinion of the Jews, the temple was corrupted or "destroyed" when anyone defiled or in the slightest degree damaged        anything in it, or if its guardians neglected their duties or to lead away a Christian church from that state of knowledge and holiness in which it ought to abide.

This last verse has serious implications for anyone who neglect his/her duties or that lead away a Christian church from that state of knowledge and holiness in which it ought to abide. 

A reworked New Testament has seen the light in 2017 – called the “True Pure Word Bible”. In this the authors took the original Greek and translate it by giving the actual meaning of the original Greek words. This Pure Word Bible has been slated by many well known Christians and one can only but wonder why. Why will any Christian slate a Bible that shows us what the original Greek Bible gave people 2000 years ago. Jesus said when they accused Him of being evil, Matthew 12:25 But Jesus knew their thoughts, and said to them: “Every kingdom divided against itself is brought to desolation, and every city or house divided against itself will not stand. 26 If Satan casts out Satan, he is divided against himself. How then will his kingdom stand? 

This is an example of how so called Christians slate true Christians and in doing so, they reveal their actual elegance. They unfortunately deceive many people in the process. Work out your own salvation with fear and trembling and do not listen to imposters. If you ask God for bread He will not give you a snake.    

Satan and his demons has infiltrated the church to such an extent that it has become just about impossible to know which church is the church of Christ. We can only trust God and God alone. Pray and ask God for guidance. Pray in silence otherwise Satan will hear your prayer and will come and deceive you. Make sure you hear God’s voice and not the imposter.   

The end is near and  deception will become a daily occurrence. Do not be deceived and hold on to Christ, God and the Holy Spirit. 

Make sure that your heart is circumcised and walk in the Spirit. The Holy Spirit will direct our steps to ensure that way remain on the way and end up in heaven. Do not look to the left or the right, look straight ahead and follow Jesus. 

A church that does not bear the fruit of the Holy Spirit is not Christ’s church. A church that does not do everything that Jesus did, is not the church of Christ. Jesus said  John 14:12 “Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do he will do also; and greater works than these he will do, because I go to My Father. 13 And whatever you ask in My name, that I will do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son. 14 If you ask anything in My name, I will do it.”

We have the authority given to us by Jesus and with the power of the Holy Spirit we have dominion over Satan and all his unclean spirits. In the name of Jesus we can rebuke, bind and cast out all unclean spirits. We have no excuse for allowing any unclean spirit to control us. Anger, addiction, hate, lust, anxiety, fear, worry, sickness, disease, etc. can be rebuked and cast away in Jesus name. We have abundant life or can have abundant life if we rule over evil. Jesus came to destroy the work of the devil, so can we. 

If you see any evil of any sort rebuke and bind the demons causing it and cast it away in Jesus name. If you see anybody being tormented by evil, rebuke and bind it in Jesus name. 

If you see people argue – rebuke and bind the demons causing the argument in Jesus name. 

If you see anybody being abused – rebuke and bind the demons causing it in Jesus name.

If you see any evil, discrimination, racism, violence, bad behaviour, lying, deceiving, and unruly conduct, anything that is evil – rebuke and bind it and command the demons causing it to stop in Jesus name.
