HOW TO APPLY THE BLOOD
 
1) How To Appropriate Blood Of Jesus

a) We overcome Satan by the blood and the word of our testimony (Rev. 12:10 - 11).

10	Then I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, “Now salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the power of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our brethren, who accused them before our God day and night, has been cast down. 
[bookmark: _Hlk47124482]11		And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony, and they did not love their lives to the death.

“Love not our life unto death” means it is more important to do God’s will
than to stay alive

“I overcome Satan when I testify personally to what the Word of God says the blood of Jesus does for me.”


2) Ordinance of the Passover (Ex. 12:21–23)

21	Then Moses called for all the elders of Israel and said to them, “Pick out and take lambs for yourselves according to your families and kill the Passover lamb. 
22	And you shall take a bunch of hyssop, dip it in the blood that is in the basin, and strike the lintel and the two doorposts with the blood that is in the basin. And none of you shall go out of the door of his house until morning. 
23	For the LORD will pass through to strike the Egyptians; and when He sees the blood on the lintel and on the two doorposts, the LORD will pass over the door and not allow the destroyer to come into your houses to strike you.

Blood must be transferred from the basin to door of the home. The blood only protected those that were obedient. Those that did what they were told to do. 
“Hyssop” is our testimony
The blood protects only the obedient (1 Pet. 1:1–2) We must be obedient and do what God tells us to do. 

2	elect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, in sanctification of the Spirit, for obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ:



The blood is of no effect until it is applied by testimony (Rev. 12:11; Heb. 3:1)

11		And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony, and they did not love their lives to the death.

Our Passover lamb is Jesus Christ (1 Cor. 5:7) 

7.	For indeed Christ, our Passover, was sacrificed for us.


3) How To Transfer Blood From The Basin To Your Life

  Sevenfold application of blood of Jesus

3.1. Redemption: being bought back

a. We must be in Christ (Eph. 1:7)

7	In Him we have redemption (reclamation/repossession) through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His grace.

13	In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, 
14	who is the guarantee of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, to the praise of His glory. (Those who remain true to Christ will become the bride – Rev 19:7-8 - redemption) 

b. Redeemed by Christ’s blood (1 Pet. 1:18–19)

18	knowing that you were not redeemed (exchanged/traded) with corruptible things, like silver or gold, from your aimless conduct received by tradition from your fathers, 
19	but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot.

c. Let redeemed say so (Ps. 107:2)

“Through the blood of Jesus, I have been redeemed out of the hand of Satan.”

3.2. Cleansing
a. Only through continuing walking in the light = continuing fellowship
(1 John 1:7)

7	But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin.

b. Plead for the blood to be applied (Ps. 51:7)

7	Purge me with hyssop (blood of Christ), and I shall be clean.
Wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow.

“While I walk in the light, the blood of Jesus cleanses me now and continually from all sin.”

3.3. Justification
a. To make righteous (Rom. 5:9-10)

in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 
9	Much more then, having now been justified by His blood, we shall be saved from wrath through Him. 
10	For if when we were enemies we were reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, having been reconciled, we shall be saved by His life.

b. “Just-as-if-I’d” never sinned


c. Covered with a robe of righteousness (Is. 61:10)

For He has clothed me with the garments of salvation,
He has covered me with the robe of righteousness,

“Through the blood of Jesus, I am justified, acquitted, not guilty, reckoned righteous, made righteous, ‘just-as-if-I’d’ never sinned.”


3.4. Sanctification
a. Set apart from sin and made holy (Heb. 13:12 [Heb. 12:10])

“Through the blood of Jesus, I am sanctified, made holy, set apart to God, separated from sin, made holy with God’s holiness.”

a. The life is in the blood (Lev. 17.11)

11	For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it to you upon the altar to make atonement for your souls; for it is the blood that makes atonement for the soul.’

Our new life is in the blood of Jesus. 


b. Communion (John 6:53–57 [1 Cor. 10:16])

53	Then Jesus said to them, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink His blood, you have no life in you. 
54	Whoever eats My flesh and drinks My blood has eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day. 
55	For My flesh is food indeed, and My blood is drink indeed. 
56	He who eats My flesh and drinks My blood abides in Me, and I in him. 
57	As the living Father sent Me, and I live because of the Father, so he who feeds on Me will live because of Me.

c. Until He comes (1 Cor. 11:23–26)

23	For I received from the Lord that which I also delivered to you: that the Lord Jesus on the same night in which He was betrayed took bread; 
24	and when He had given thanks, He broke it and said, “Take, eat; this is My body which is broken for you; do this in remembrance of Me.”
25	In the same manner He also took the cup after supper, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in My blood. This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.”
26	For as often as you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death till He comes.

d. No past but the cross, no future but His coming

“Lord Jesus, when we receive Your blood, in it we receive Your life—the life of God—divine, eternal, endless life. Thank You, Lord.”

22	let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.

a. Confession (Heb. 3:1; 4:14; 10:23)

3:1	Therefore, holy brethren, partakers of the heavenly calling, consider the Apostle and High Priest of our confession, Christ Jesus,
 
4:14	Seeing then that we have a great High Priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession.

10:23	Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for He who promised is faithful.


b. Approach with boldness - boldness because of what Jesus did for us – not in arrogance and pride  
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Ephesians 3:11-12

11	in Christ Jesus our Lord, 
12	in whom we have boldness and access with confidence through faith in Him.

Hebrews 4:16

16	Let us therefore come boldly to the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of need.

Hebrews 10:19

19	Therefore, brethren, having boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus

“Thank You, Lord, that through the sprinkled blood of Jesus, I have access into Your presence, into the holiest place in the universe.”

“We overcome Satan by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of our testimony and we do not love our lives unto death.”
 
THE BLOOD OF JESUS – WHAT DOES IT DO FOR ME
We must verbally testify what the blood of Jesus does in our lives. 
SATAN THROWN OUT OF HEAVEN – Revelation 12:7-13

7.	And war broke out in heaven: Michael and his angels fought with the dragon; and the dragon and his angels fought, 
8.	but they did not prevail, nor was a place found for them in heaven any longer. 
9.	So the great dragon was cast out, that serpent of old, called the Devil and Satan, who deceives the whole world; he was cast to the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.
10. 	Then I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, “Now salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the power of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our brethren, who accused them before our God day and night, has been cast down. 
11. 	And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony, and they did not love their lives to the death. 
12. 	Therefore rejoice, O heavens, and you who dwell in them! Woe to the inhabitants of the earth and the sea! For the devil has come down to you, having great wrath, because he knows that he has a short time.”

We must verbally testify so that Satan and his demons can hear our testimony. 

We apply the blood of Jesus by giving our testimony. In so doing we do like what the Israelites did in Egypt when they apply the blood to their door posts. We apply the blood to our needs to protect us against Satan. 

Psalm 107:2 says 

“Let the redeemed of the LORD say so, Whom He has redeemed from the hand of the enemy”

We must say so. 

OUR TESTIMONY: - say it. – yes read it out loud (The verse and the words in Italic) 

Ephesians 1:7. 
 Through the blood of Jesus, I am redeemed out of the hand of Satan. 
Through the blood of Jesus all my sins are forgiven.   

1 John 1:7   
The blood of Jesus cleanses me from all my sin.  

 Romans 5:9.
I am justified and made righteous through the blood of Jesus.


Hebrews 13:12   
Through the blood of Jesus, I am sanctified, made holy, and set apart for God.   

1 Corinthians 6:19
My body is a temple for the Holy Spirit, redeemed, cleansed, sanctified by the blood of Jesus. Therefore, Satan has no place in me and no power over me and has no hold on me through the blood of Jesus.

Thank you, Jesus, for all you have done for me. 

 
The blood of Jesus cleanses me from all my sin. (Present sin – cleanses continually. As long as I walk in the light.) 

 THE CERTAINTY OF GOD’S WITNESS – 1 John 5:6-8

6.	This is He who came by water and blood—Jesus Christ; not only by water, but by water and blood. And it is the Spirit who bears witness, because the Spirit is truth. 
7. 	For there are three that bear witness in heaven: the Father, the Word, and the Holy Spirit; (Father, Jesus and Holy Spirit) and these three are one. 
8. 	And there are three that bear witness on earth: the Spirit, the water, and the blood; (Holy Spirit, The Word (Bible) and the blood of Jesus) and these three agree as one.

Ephesians 5:25-27


“just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, 
26. 	that He might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, (The Word – Bible - is the water)   
27	that He might present her to Himself a glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, but that she should be holy and without blemish.

The river of living water is the Word of God and the blood of Jesus. If we are filled with the Word of God and the blood of Jesus, living water shall flow from us.
